Nowadays seriousness caused by earth climate change, destruction of
ecosystem, pollution of air, water, land and sea, protection of natural
resources, regulation of toxic substances, hazardous wastes and nuclear
wastes, international trade regulatory policy change by environmental
standards makes human-being realize importance of environment.
Thinking environment is our duty. To study environmental law, we have
to know more about natural science and social science. It is the reason
to need interdisciplinary research to study and teach environmental law.
